Chapter 8.22 – Fireworks

The following are excerpts from the West Richland Municipal Code regarding fireworks.  The full West Richland Municipal Code can be found under the GOVERNMENT tab on the City’s website.

8.22.020  Fireworks – Dates and times allowed.  Fireworks may be sold in the incorporated areas of the City of West Richland during the period commencing at 12:00 noon on the 28th day of June of each year and ending at 12:00 noon on the 6th day of July of each year.  Fireworks may only be discharged during the following periods:
June 28


Between 12:00 noon and 11:00 p.m.

June 29 through July 3
Between 9:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m.

July 4



Between 9:00 a.m. and 12:00 midnight
July 5



Between 9:00 a.m. and 11:00 p.m.

8.22.150 Minimum Age.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person or corporation to sell or give fireworks to anyone under age 16 years unless that person is under the immediate supervision of an adult (18 years or older). 

B. It shall be unlawful for a parent, guardian or other person responsible for a childe under age 16 years to allow that child to possess, use, discharge or transport any fireworks unless that child is under the immediate supervision of an adult (18 years or older).

C. It shall be unlawful for any person under the age of 16 years to possess, use, discharge or transport fireworks unless that person is under the immediate supervision of an adult (18 years or older).
