11. Workshop:


a.  AD 2010-43: Duplexes in Medium-Density Residential Zones 
Planning Commission advised staff to go forward holding a public hearing on January 13, 2010 after making requested revisions to the language and map.

b.  AD 2010-51: second workshop to discuss the 2010 Comprehensive Plan Amendments.
Direction given to Staff:  on whether to include or eliminate proposed changes to the 2010 Comprehensive Plan amendments.
1. Public Parcels: Map amendments which consist of City and other publicly owned parcels whose existing or planned uses are not consistent with the current comprehensive plan designations.

2. Transportation element & Capital Improvement Plan List: 

Include the Transportation Plan in the Capital Facilities Plan.

3. Private Parcels: Map amendments which consist of privately owned parcels whose existing or planned uses are not consistent with the current comprehensive plan designations. 

Owners input needed for the Sullivan parcels which are the 40 gross acres south of the Desert View Mobile Home Park.
4. City Hall Campus: Map amendment to change the City Hall campus parcels designations from public to commercial. 

Recommended
5. Flat Top & Austin Drive Sub Area: Map amendments to the parcels described as the Flat Top Park and Dustin Drive Sub Area.  


Modify boundary’s by dividing into east/west sections, reduce the area and return to workshop for further discussion.
